Horace King – Research, Writing, African-American history
Eighth Grade

· Objective:  The students will research Horace King and write an obituary or eulogy for him.

· Standards met:
· SS8H6. The student will analyze the impact of the Civil War and Reconstruction on Georgia.

Explain the importance of key issues and events that led to the Civil War including slavery, states rights, nullification, Missouri Compromise, Compromise of 1850 and the Georgia Platform, Kansas-Nebraska Act, Dred Scott case, election of 1860, the debate over secession in Georgia and the role of Alexander Stephens.
