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A collection of trees is referred to as a stand. Tree scientists measure the density of stands by de-
termining the number of trees in a given area. This allows them to determine if thinning is necessary 
and if any trees should be harvested. 

To measure the density of a stand: 

- Explore your school, neighborhood, or nearby park for a stand 
- Count the number of trees in the stand 
- Determine the area (ft2) of the stand (length multiplied by the width) 
- Divide the number of trees by the area (ft2) and this will equal the stand’s density
